What: One-time $500 award, payable for enrollment for Fall 2023 semester

Eligibility Requirements:
1. Applicant must be a current member of the Minnesota Society of Mayflower Descendants or have a parent, grandparent, or great grandparent who is a current member.

2. Application must be a graduating high school senior

3. Applicant must enroll on a full-time status at a 2 year or 4 year college program for the Fall 2023 semester

3. Proof of Mayflower ancestry and active MSMD membership connection
a. Give applicant or family’ member’s name and Minnesota MSMD number
b. Copies of birth certificates must be given to prove lineage to the member, if not self (1 if parent is member, 2 if grandparent, 3 if great grandparent)
4. Copy of high school transcript through first semester 2022 including GPA and class rank
5. Copy of ACT or SAT results
6. Academic reference form x 1
7. Character reference form x 1
